♦ Two parent or single parent households which can also include foster or adoptive 
children, step-parents, and grandparents  

♦ Demonstration of family members’ extensive and diverse community involvement 
♦ The family’s volunteer activities should reflect their multigenerational involvement  
♦ Hispanic/Latino family residing in Silicon Valley, defined here as all of Santa Clara 

County, a portion of San Mateo County (North to Hwy 92), and a portion of Alameda County 
(North to Hwy 84).  
 
The family selected as the 2007 La Familia Award winner will be honored at the 18th annual 
Hispanic Charity Ball, recognized in local media and join the HFSV float in the 2007 San Jose 
Holiday Parade.
